Activity One

Roger Chillingworth:  Role-playing this character, write a series of five diary entries, revealing your feelings concerning Hester's betrayal, your suspicions regarding who her lover is, leading up to your final destruction of the minister.  (Also, be sure to reflect your own evil qualities, which lead you down the path of destruction as well.)

Activity Two

Arthur Dimmesdale:  Role-playing this character, compose a personal letter written to the Church.  This letter should reveal your shameful sin, your feelings about your self-imposed silence and physical torture, and your thoughts concerning a rightful punishment for yourself.

Activity Three

Hester Prynne:  Role-playing this character, write a newspaper editorial anonymously stating your views about adultery, love, marriage, and betrayal, all in consideration of the background of the culture in which you live.

Activity Four 

Pearl:  Role-playing this character, write a long journal entry reflecting on your mother and father's adulterous relationship, your confusing childhood symbolized by the scarlet letter, and your acceptance or rejection of the truth when it cast its ugly head.  Reveal how your background has shaped and molded you into the person you are today.
