U.S. History Honors Project Rubric
Goal:  To create a comprehensive study of the seven state recognized Native American Tribes of North Carolina.

Objectives:  Each group will research, investigate, discuss, explain, and where applicable give examples of the following areas for their Notebooks on their assigned N.C. Tribe:

1. Each group will write an Archaeological Introduction covering the Paleo-Indians, Archaic, Woodland, and Mississippian Eras of Native American Pre-History.

2. Each group will for their assigned Tribe create a historical timeline of events from 1585 through the present.  This timeline should include all pertinent information concerning their tribe's past such as name changes and relocations.

3. Each group will for their assigned Tribe research and evaluate the educational, economical, and political gains of the tribe.  Also, discuss all involvement in military action and heroic achievements of the tribe.

4. Each group will for their assigned Tribe will investigate historical prejudices and discrimination encountered by their tribe and discuss contemporary issues their tribe still deals with today.

5. Each group will research, discuss and give examples of their tribe's arts and crafts, folklore, and modern day POW WOWs.

General Instructions:
1. Notebooks will be provided to each group.  Each group will have a section in their notebook covering the five areas above for their assigned tribe.

2. A list of resources will be given to each group of which all are available in the classroom or on the Internet.

3. Each section will be typed (size 12) and documented at the end of each section accrediting sources where information was found.

4. Information from class lectures and videos are to be incorporated into project.

5. Each member of the group will be responsible for authoring a section of the notebook.  Other task should be divided up.
