The map above,drawn by JoshuaFry and Peter Jefferson(Thomas JeffersonÕsfather) in
1751,was the first to show ÒTheGreat Road from the Yadkin River thro Virginia to
Philadelphiadistant 455MilesÓÑ what would cometo be known asthe GreatPhiladelphia
WagonRoador just the GreatWagonRoad.Fry and Jeffersonbasedtheir map on firsthand
surveysÑ not, aswascommon at the time, on the word of other peoplewho had traveled
through the land. On their map, the road ends at Wachovia (Wachaw), the Moravian
settlement.Later,it would beextendedfurther south and west.Also marked is the ÒTrading
Path leading to the Catawba& CherokeeIndian Nations,Óthe Indian trading path that
predated European settlement.

Fry and Jeffersonwere commissionedto draw an accuratemap of the most-inhabited
(by whites, that is) parts of Virginia, and that wasthe only land they surveyed.As a result,
they drew the border between Virginia and North Carolina only as far west as the
Allegheny Mountains, although in theory that border still ran to the Pacific Ocean.Note
that the westernborder of Pennsylvaniais clearlydrawn on the map; Virginia alsoclaimed
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all the land that is now Ohio. Note also that the boundary between Maryland and
PennsylvaniaisnÕtdrawn! That boundarywas in dispute at the time. Not until 1763would
Mason and Dixon set out from Philadelphia to survey the boundary between the two
colonies and draw the line that would bear their names.

The route
Travellersheadedwest from Philadelphia to Lancaster,where they bought a wagonfor the
difficult journey aheadÑ a ÒConestogawagon,Ónamed for the ConestogaRiver that runs
through Lancaster.Building wagonswasso important to LancasterÕseconomythat by 1770,
Lancasterincluded among its craftsmen five wheelwrights, thirteen blacksmiths, seven
turners, and twenty woodworkers.1 From there the road headednorthwest to Harris Ferry
Ñ present-day Harrisburg Ñ where travellers crossed the Susquehanna River.

West of the Susquehanna,the road passedthrough York, then turned southwest
through Maryland and into Virginia. Near Winchester, the road entered the Shenandoah
Valleybetweenthe Blue Ridgeand AlleghenyMountains. NearRoanoke,Virginia, the road
passedthrough the RoanokeRiverGapto the eastsideof the Blue Ridge,and then south to
present-day Winston-Salem.

Later in the eighteenth century, other roads continued or split off from the Great
Wagon Road.By 1780,the GeorgiaRoadcontinued from the Piedmont of North Carolina
south through Salisbury and Charlotte and into Georgia. At Roanoke,Virginia, a road
continued southwest through the ShenandoahValley and met up with the Wilderness
Road into Kentucky.

A road well traveled
BetweenPhiladelphia and Winston-Salem,travelershad to crossseveralmajor rivers and
steepmountain passes.Despite its name, the ÒGreatWagon RoadÓwas not alwayseasily
passableby wagon!But the route from Philadelphia into the southern backcountrywasno
wilderness, either. There were houses, towns, and trading posts along the way where
travelers could buy food for themselves and their horses.

Roadsare remarkably persistent. Once a road is established,towns and businesses
spring up alongside it to servetravelers,and then more people travel the road to get to
thosenew towns. Today,Interstate 81follows the path of the wagonroad from Harrisburg
south through the ShenandoahValley, and Interstate 85 follows the route of the Indian
Trading Path from Petersburg, Virginia, southwest through North Carolina and into
Georgia.
